TEST METHODS STUDY OF THE THINKING HUMAN OPERATOR: THE GROWING DIFFICULTY, WITH THE EXCEPTION OF CONCEPTS, SIMPLE AND COMPLEX ANALOGIES ASSESSMENT OF LOGICAL THINKING, NUMERICAL SERIES

Brief theoretical information 

IQ - a quantitative assessment of the level of human intellect: the level of intelligence regarding the level of intelligence of the average person of the same age. Determined by special tests. IQ tests are designed to assess cognitive abilities rather than knowledge (erudition). IQ is an attempt to assess general intelligence factor (g).

Under the modern definition of intelligence is the ability to implement the process of learning and to effectively solve problems, particularly when mastering a new range of vital tasks. Therefore, the level of intelligence can be developed, as well as increase or decrease the efficiency of human intellect. Often this ability is characterized with respect to the problems encountered in life. For example, in relation to the problem of survival: survival - the main task of man, the rest for him - only arising from the core, or to problems in any field of endeavour.
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IQ tests are designed so that the results were described by a normal distribution with mean IQ, at 100, and thus spread to 50% of people had IQ between 90 and 110 and by 25% - below 90 or above 110. The average IQ of graduates of American universities is 115, the standouts - 130-140. The value of IQ below 70 are often classified as a mental otstalost.Soderzhanie [remove].
Each test consists of a number of different tasks of increasing complexity. Among them, the test tasks in a logical and spatial thinking, as well as other types of jobs. According to test results counted IQ. It is noticed that the more variants of the test subject is, the better the results it shows. The most famous test is a test of Eysenck. More accurate are the tests D. Wexler, J. Raven, R. Amthauera, RB Kettle. At the moment there is no single standard for tests of IQ.
Tests for IQ has repeatedly been criticized by scientists. So, Doctor of Physical and Mathematical Sciences, Academician VA Vasilyev found that in tests on IQ Eysenck essential part of the tasks is made incorrectly or copyrights solutions are incorrect. That statement Vasilyev on this subject:
I decided to study the tests without haste, the more so that their responses are not systematically coincide with mine in the tasks of my professional areas: logic and geometry. And found that most of the decisions of the author tests incorrectly. And in some cases the subject in general can only guess the answer - based on the logic of sense.
The concept of IQ has introduced German [1] Scientist B. Stern in 1912. He drew attention to the serious shortcomings of mental age as an indicator of the Binet scales. Stern proposed to use as an indicator of intelligence quotient of mental age to chronological. IQ was first used in the scale of intelligence Stanford-Binet in 1916.
